Forecast Methodology

e Bottoms-up approach - They start with the freight.
e Then they move the freight through a transportation
model, which is derived from data from several
sources including:
1. IHS Global Insight’'s TRANSEARCH
2. Government data (e.qg., CFS)
3. Industry data (ATA, AAR)
e Includes primary shipments only
e Domestic moves only
e Forecasts completed in January 2010

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Forecast Takeaways

e Most modes of transportation have a bright
future.

e Major shifts in modal share are in the past.

freight transportation industry.

e Total freight tonnage will grow slightly
slower than the overall economy.

e Trucking also grows slightly slower than the
overall economy during the forecast period.

e Rail intermodal and air freight tonnage will

increase the fastest, but both modes remain
very small in 2021.
